Fund awarded seven scholarships in 2006 totaling
$3,000; fifteen scholarships in 2007 totaling $7,500;
ten scholarships in 2008 totaling $5,000; and 33
scholarships in 2009 totaling $16,500. We extend our
gratitude and appreciation to business and
community leaders, as well as private donors, who
contribute to the success of the organization.
